SPECIAL PROGRAM 12 DAYS  

Day 01        ARRIVE KATHMANDU BY FLIGHT   

Welcome to the capital of Nepal- Kathmandu. Meeting and assistance on arrival at Kathmandu 
international airport by our office representative who will you to the hotel. Once you will reach your 
hotel our representative will handover you the travel documents and explain your entire plan in 
details.

Day 02        KATHMANDU – SIGHTSEEING    

After Breakfast, full day sightseeing tour of Kathmandu Valley. 
 
Today we will visit Boudhanath (the second largest Buddhist stupa in the world) and Pashupatinath 
(one of the most significant Hindu temples of Lord Shiva in the world, located on the banks of the 
Bagmati river). (Although only Hindus are allowed to enter the temple, visitors can clearly see the temple 
and the activities performed in the temple premises from the eastern bank of the Bagmati river), 



Later visit Swayambhunath stupa on top of hillock overlooking Kathmandu Valley. 
Also visit, Kathmandu Durbar Square, an overwhelming frenzy of art and architecture. In Kathmandu 
Durbar Square, you will visit Hanuman Dhoka, Degu Taleju Temple, Kumari Temple and Maru Ganesh 
Shrine. 
Overnight stay at Hotel. 

Day 03  KATHMANDU – NAGARKOT (35KMS/01HRS30) 

After breakfast, Check out & drive to Nagarkot. 

The nearest hill station is Nagarkot from Kathmandu to view broadest Himalayan views including 
Mount Everest and other Himalayan ranges of Nepal. The major Himalayan rages of Nepal like Everest 
range, Annapurna Himalayan range, Manaslu range, Ganesh Himal range, Langtang, Rolwalling, Jugal 
himal range with best view of sunrise and sunset can seen from here. 

Enroute visit the ancient city Bhaktapur Darbar Square including visit 55 window palace, Nyatapola 
Temple, Bhairava Nath Temple, Golden Gate 

Day 04  NAGARKOT – CHITWAN NATIONAL PARK (200KMS/05-06HRS) 

Early morning enjoy sunrise view and majestic mountains. 



After breakfast, proceed to Chitwan. 

Chitwan National Park is listed on UNESCO as one of the amazing national parks of the world. One 
Horned Rhino, Royal Bengal Tiger, Gharial Crocodile, Elephant Ride and Bird Watching are the popular 
activities to do and watch there. 

On arrival check in at Hotel. 

Your hotel will be at the buffer zone of the Park, where your next day’s activities will be carried out. 

In the evening visit for the sunset tour and enjoy Tharu Cultural program performance at the hotel. 

Dinner & overnight stay at hotel 

Day 05  CHITWAN 

Breakfast at hotel 



From the morning itself you have full day Jungle activities like Elephant Back Safari, Canoe ride, 
visit to Elephant Breeding Center and Nature walk. 

Return back to Hotel. 

Day 06  CHITWAN – POKHARA (145/5-6HRS) 

After a relaxed Breakfast, Check Out & proceed to Pokhara. 

Pokhara is a city on Phewa Lake, in central Nepal. It’s known as a gateway to the Annapurna 
Circuit, a popular trail in the Himalayas. 

Evening free to enjoy a short walk around the main street in Pokhara, which is bustling market with 
Restaurants & Souvenir Shops. 

Overnight stay at Hotel. 

Day 07  POKHARA 



After Breakfast, proceed for full day sightseeing of Pokhara. Forst enjoy a Boat ride in Phew Lake & 
visit Taal Barahi Temple located on a small island. As per Hindu tradition, you may give fish feed 
or Pigeon Feed  in the temple. Later visit World Peace Stupa, Tibetean Refugee Camp, International 
Mountain Museum, Bindabashini Temple and walk through the Pokhara Old Bazaar. 

Overnight stay at Hotel. 

Day 08  POKHARA – 1 NIGHT / 2 DAYS TREK TO AUSTRALIAN CAMP ( 

Today we shall check out early morning & proceed for a Sunrise visit to Sarangkot. 
From here one can enjoy the great view of the Pokhara Valley and n a clear sky day, magnificent 
view of the mountains such as Annapurna Massif, Fishtail Mountain, Dhaulagiri range, and 
Manaslu. Sarangkot is only 5 km from Lake Side from Pokhara and highest view point at 1592m 
high for Sunrise and Sunset view over the snowy peaks. 

Enjoy a traditional Tibetan breakfast at a local family home. 

We will also visit Pema Ts’al Sakya Buddhist Monastery where you can also interact with a young 
Budhist Monk (subject to permission) 



Further we drive to Kande (1700 mtrs) the starting point of trek to Australian Camp. 

The Mount Annapurna region is located in north-central Nepal and its expanse covers a 55-
kolometers long massif as well as the valleys, rivers and foothills. It includes thirty peaks higher 
than 6,000 meters over which towers the Annapurna I (8,091 meters) – the tenth highest summit 
in the world and tenth out of fourteen eight-thousanders. The mountain was reached for the first 
time by Maurice Herzog in 1950, making it the first successful climb on the peak over 8,000 meters 
in history. The region is enclosed by the Marshyangdi River on the east, the Kali Gondaki Gorge on 
the west and the Pokhara Valley on the south, whereas the north of the Annapurna area is defined 
by the Nepal-Tibetan border. According to Hindu mythology the mountain is a residence of 
Annapurna, goddess of nourishment who provides her people food and water. 



Australian Camp is a popular viewpoint located in the Kaski District of Nepal, near the city of 
Pokhara. It is situated at an elevation of 2,050 meters (6,726 feet) and offers stunning panoramic 
views of the Annapurna mountain range, including Annapurna South, Hiunchuli, Machhapuchhre 
(Fishtail), and Lamjung Himal. 

The trek to Australian Camp is relatively easy and can be completed in a few hours. The trail 
passes through dense forests, beautiful terraced fields, and traditional Gurung villages. Along the 
way, trekkers can observe the local culture and lifestyle of the region. 

Arrive Austrailan Camp & Check in at Tea House. 

Time at leisure to enjoy the beautiful surrounding & magnificent views. 
In the evening enjoy the beautiful sunset in the surrounding valleys and hills.. 
Overnight stay at Tea House. 

Day 09  AUSTRALIAN CAMP – BACK TO POKHARA ( 

Early morning, you may hike to the top of the Australian camp to enjoy a magnificent sunrise over 
the Annapurna range. 

After Breakfast, hike down to Dhampus village and rest a while. You may have lunch here. 
Later hike down to Phedi from where you will be driven back to Pokhara. 
Arrive Pokhara & check in at Hotel. 
Time at leisure. Evening you may stroll on the lake side road. 
Overnight stay at Hotel. 

Day 10  POKHARA – BANDIPUR (80KMS/03HRS)   ( 

Breakfast at Hotel. 
Later check out & drive to Bandipur enroute to Kathmandu. 
Arrive Bandipur & check in at Hotel. 
Bandipur, Ancient Trading town to experience Newari culture & local village lifestyle and views of 
the Marsyangdi river valley and the Himalayan mountain range. 

Overnight at Homestay 



Day 11        BANDIPUR - KATHMANDU (170KMS/06HRS) 

After a relaxed Breakfast, Check Out & proceed to Kathmandu. 

On arrival, Check in to hotel 

Evening free to explore Thamel Market by own. 
Thamel, located in the heart of Kathmandu, is a vibrant and bustling neighborhood that serves as 
the tourist hub of the city. It is a bustling maze of narrow streets teeming with shops offering 
colorful textiles, traditional handicrafts, and trekking gear. It also has an extensive selection of 
restaurants, cafes, bars, and entertainment venues. 

Return back to Hotel for Overnight stay.
